WEEKLY MEDITATION 
On the road to Jerusalem the Lord was dropping 
hints to his disciples: 
 

"See, we are going up to Jerusalem, and the Son of 
Man will be handed over to the chief priests and 
scribes, and they will condemn him to death; then 
they will hand him over to the Gentiles to be mocked 
and flogged and crucified; and on the third day he 
will be raised."  Matthew 20:18-19

And just so we're clear: not because we've been good 
and deserve it.  Because we've sinned and cannot 
continue without his saving grace.  The sacrifice of 
Christ on the Cross reveals God's love for 
humanity: the fundamental value which the 
Lord places on ALL human life and 
demonstrates how love is the greatest of all 
commandments - for sacrifices reveal quickly 
and bluntly what we value, respect, cherish, 
and love.
